Letter from the President of the Board

As ] understand the modern terminology, one gives a “shout-out” to enthusiastically
recognize the efforts of a person or group. In a prior letter I recognized the efforts of our many
volunteers (especially our guest volunteers), the benefactors whose generosity allows our
mission to continue, and our hardworking and dedicated staff. This year I would like to give a
shout-out to a group that never seeks but truly deserves recognition...the Board of Directors.

This year was an unusually busy year for the Board. In April we gathered to recognize
the twenty-fifth anniversary of The Gathering with a worship service and dinner. In June the
Board hosted a “first annual” golf outing. That day marked the culmination of months of
planning, promoting and teamwork, all of which was a maiden voyage for everyone involved.
September found us at Miller Park celebrating the work of our volunteers with a tailgate
cookout and a Brewers victory.

Additionally, members of the Board regularly staffed a legal clinic to assist our guests with
municipal court matters, organized and implemented a monthly supply distribution program
through St. James’ parish (our downtown site), and developed and refined informational
materials to help promote The Gathering’s mission with new corporate partners.

All of these efforts are over and beyond the normal duties of the Board which is entrusted
with the development of an annual budget, fundraising activities, and the oversight of the
operation of our three meal program sites. For all of their hard work, creativity and tireless
dedication to the mission of The Gathering, I offer a heart-felt “‘shout-out” to each and every
member of the Board of Directors.

Breakfast - 56,048 guests
Breakfast is served Monday
through Friday, 8:30-9:30 a.m., at
our downtown location - St. James'
Episcopal Church, 833 W. Wisconsin
Avenue. Surveys revealed that 64%
were homeless - either living in a
shelter or on the streets.

Dinner - 13,227 guests

Dinner is served Mondays and
Wednesdays, 4:30-5:30 p.m. at our south
side site - Christian Faith Fellowship
Church East, 724 S. Layton Blvd. This is
our most diverse population with people
of all ages and ethnicity.

Saturday Lunch - 26,170 guests

Saturdays are our busiest days with lunch served from 11:30-12:30 at three
locations - St. James', Christian Faith and St. Andrew's at 35™ & Lisbon, where
1/3 to 1/2 of our guests are children. Saturdays are also our busiest volunteer
days.

Volunteers

This ministry would not be possible without the hundreds of individuals and groups who donate their time and
expertise. Volunteers do 95% of the direct service work. The numbers provided below are estimates based on
available tracking and observation.

Leadership Volunteers - 64
These volunteer cooks & coordinators provide the leadership for our Saturday lunch program. In 2006-07 they
volunteered 2,784 hours valued at $41,760.

6uest Volunteers

One-third to one-half of our weekday volunteers come from our guest population. They volunteer from three to
twenty-one hours every week. Three of our guests received weekly bus passes and gave over 800 volunteer hours
each during the year.

Service Volunteers - 27,130 donated hours :

Gathering volunteers may come once during a year or daily; as individuals or groups. Each meal requires 15-

20 volunteers. 19 schools, 48 churches, 14 service organizations, 10 corporations participated in 2006/07.
Individual students from UWM, Marquette, Cardinal Stritch and Alverno completed service requirements; as did
groups from several area high schools. An estimated 72 individuals utilized Gathering volunteer opportunities to
complete court-ordered community service.

Donations In-Kind
Donated Food - 140,999 pounds

38,875 pounds of food was donated from government sources through Hunger Task Force. Another 21,544
pounds was donated by The Roundy's Foundation. An additional 1,580 pounds each week came from area
restaurants, coffee shops, grocery stores, bread companies and food wholesalers. Service groups also donated
coffee, milk and homemade dessert items on a weekly basis.

Donated Supplies & Services - 31 distributions

Items such as shampoo, lotion, toothpaste and soap were distributed to guests on a monthly basis through
Sundries from the Avenue, sponsored by St. James' Episcopal. 19 additional distributions of winter outerwear,
bag lunches, and backpacks were provided by school, service club, church and scout groups. Cooke & Franke
underwrote PSA’s on Milwaukee Public Radio and Akrit Sales & Services donated hours of equipment repairs.
